**A tourniquet can be made with any stretchy material including but not limited to (bungee 
cord, exercise resistance band, etc) the most important thing is to have different sizes, which 
are big enough to be used on various sized extremities (arms, thighs, calves). 
First Aid Kits should contain the EXTRA items you have on hand. An example of this is OTC 
(over-the- counter) pain meds, which should be in supply separate from your kit.

Now the 
woods can feel like a den of disease. But don’t stop hiking, 



camping, and enjoying nature! Beef up your defenses with our field 
guide to ID’ing, then neutralizing, this tiny enemy.
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LARVA
About the size of a grain of 
table salt, and with six legs  
(they grow two more later),  
these just-hatched ticks are  
active July through September 
and mostly found crawling in 
damp leaves, waiting to feed on 
an unsuspecting mouse, small 
mammal, or bird. If you’re 
eagle-eyed enough to spot one 
of these teeny critters, don’t 
worry—they are not infected 
with any pathogens yet so are 
unable to spread Lyme.  



NYMPH
These juvenile ticks emerge in 
spring and summer and hang 
out at the edge of wooded areas, 
among the leaves. They are 
poppy-seed size, have eight legs, 
and are hungry—i.e., seeking a 
host (chipmunks, dogs, humans) 
to feed on. These little ones carry 
the biggest threat of transmitting 
Lyme—because they’re so small, 
they can latch on and spread 
germs before you notice them. 



ADULT FEMALE
Grown-up lady ticks have an 
orangey-red body and a blackish-
brown shield, or scutum, between 
the body and mouthparts (the bit 
that looks like the head). These 
ticks can spread Lyme and are 
out—and out for your blood—
October through May, so keep  
up your tick protection anytime  
temps stay above freezing.
 



A bumper crop of acorns in  
2015 seemed harmless…until it 
triggered a population boom 
in the mice that eat them…
creating an abundance of rodents 
for deer ticks to feed on…who 
are now ready to attack you.  
It’s like a Hitchcock film, but 
instead of killer birds, we’re 
suddenly facing a tick-pocalypse!  
(Dun-dun-dunnn!)



Deer ticks (and their cousin, Western 
Blacklegged ticks) are the types—the only 
types—that host Lyme, which has taken 
up residence in 20 percent more people 
than it did five years ago. The Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention estimates 
around 300,000 people are diagnosed 
with the disease each year. 



Before a deer tick feasts on you,  
35 percent of them have picked up the 
bacteria that causes Lyme from one of 



those mice (or, less frequently, another 
animal). It hangs out in the tick’s gut; 
when it latches on, the bacteria travels to 
its salivary glands, where it can be passed 
to you, explains Maliha Ilias, Ph.D., a 
Lyme disease research program officer at 
the NIH National Institute of Allergy 
and Infectious Diseases. If that happens, 
you’ll likely get a rash and/or flu-like 
symptoms (fever, headache, achiness) 
within 30 days of being bitten. Without a 
two-to-three-week course of antibiotics, 
the infection can spread to the nervous 
system and heart over the following 
weeks or months, causing issues like 
meningitis, facial paralysis, knee-joint 
arthritis, or heart rhythm disturbances 
(which can, very rarely, be deadly). 



And while Lyme accounts for  
70 percent of tick-borne illnesses, other 
types of ticks, and the illnesses they 
spread, are also on the rise. For example, 
about 4,500 people (more than twice the 
number of a decade ago) will get Rocky 



Mountain spotted fever, a potentially 
fatal bacterial infection transmitted by 
several types of ticks, including American 
dog ticks and brown dog ticks.



That’s why this summer, you need to be 
especially vigilant while you’re out where 
ticks love to hang: shady, damp places,  
like along the edge of the woods and 
leaf-strewn forest floors, and knee-high 
grasses and meadows. When you walk by 
these hot spots, ticks find it easy to hitch a 
ride on your feet, then climb up your body 
and start lunching, says Felicia Keesing, 
Ph.D., codirector of The Tick Project at  
the Cary Institute of Ecosystem Studies  
in Millbrook, New York. All reasons it 
is key to do a full-body tick check anytime 
you’ve been in one of these settings. 



We know this all sounds frightening, but 
unlike in horror movies, there are clear 
ways to stay safe. Find out which ticks live 
in your area and when they’re most 
active—then take preventive measures to 
head them off before first bite.  



Deer ticks are found in much of the U.S. but most widely in the Northeast, mid-Atlantic, and Upper Midwest, says Thomas Mather, Ph.D., director of the 
University of Rhode Island’s TickEncounter Resource Center. (Western Blacklegged ticks, the other Lyme-carriers, live along the Pacific Coast.) The 
tick-to-human Lyme transfer can happen during two stages of deer tick development. What the deer type of ticking Lyme bombs look like: 



LYME-CARRYING TICKS



ADULT
In the fall, nymphs develop a sex as they change into adults, which are  
a touch bigger than a sesame seed. 



ADULT MALE
These creepy-crawlies have light 
brown bodies and larger blackish- 
brown shields. Like adult females, 
they’re mostly found knee-high 
on the tips of branches of 
low-growing shrubs, looking for a 
passing human or dog to attach 
to. Although they can carry the 
bacteria that causes Lyme, they 
don’t feed on their hosts, so they 
can’t actually spread the disease. 
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You Got Lyme. Now What?
Most people recover with a course of antibiotics (the sooner you take them, 
the better). But up to 20 percent of patients have lingering issues like fatigue and 
muscle and joint pain that can last for six months or longer, a condition called 
post-treatment Lyme disease syndrome (PTLDS). Experts aren’t sure what causes 
PTLDS, but if you have been treated and still feel unwell, see your M.D., who can 
prescribe meds and behavioral therapies to help you cope.



ONCE BITTEN
You think you have a deer tick on your bod. Gah! 
Here’s how to get that sucker off safely and 
what to do next.



1 / REMOVE
Using fine-tipped tweezers, grab the tick as 
close as you can to where it’s attached to your 
skin and pull directly upward with even pressure. 
Twisting or jerking can cause the mouthparts  
to break off and remain in the skin. (If any 
mouthparts are left behind, leave them alone; 
they’re icky but harmless, and like a splinter, 
they’ll work their way out on their own.) 
Disinfect the bite and your hands with rubbing 
alcohol or soap and water.



2 / CHECK
If you find one tick, you may have more, so  
do a full-body exam. Use a handheld or 
full-length mirror, paying attention to the  
back of your knees, scalp, armpits, and even 
between your butt cheeks and genitals.



3 / OPTIONAL: CONFIRM
Take a picture and upload it to the University of 
Rhode Island’s TickSpotters.org, especially if 



it looks like the tick had time to feed (see 
“Growing Pains,” left). In about 24 hours, their 
pros will reply (at no cost), identifying your 
tick, and based on your location, assess the 
riskiness of your bite. For extra assurance, 
attach the tick to an index card with clear tape, 
or submerse it in rubbing alcohol to kill it, then 
place into a sealed plastic baggie. Mail it to 
TickReport, a nonprofit organization at UMass 
Amherst (tickreport.org for details). For about 
$50, they’ll test your tick and e-mail you a 
report within three business days about any 
bacteria and viruses it’s carrying. If either 
test suggests Lyme, get to your doctor ASAP. 



4 / MONITOR
Rash or flu-like symptoms—low-grade fever, 
aches, chills, and fatigue—can occur up 
to a month after being bitten. If you feel them, 
hightail it to your doc, even if you just know 
you may have been exposed but don’t 
remember being bitten (70 percent of people 
with Lyme don’t). An M.D. can do a visual exam 
or blood test to check for the disease. It can 
take a few weeks for the illness to show up 
in your blood, so if you test negative and still feel 
sick, consider retesting or a second opinion. 



GROWING PAINS
Even if you find a tick on your skin, don’t 
panic. It usually takes about 36 hours for it  
to adhere, feed, and transfer the bacteria  
that causes Lyme. Meaning: If you remove it  
during that period, it likely hasn’t had a  
chance to spread the bacteria. Check to see  
if it’s a nymph or female by looking at the 
nonengorged scutum—the ticks that transmit 
Lyme have a solid black-brown shield— 
then compare it to this (magnified) timeline.



SPOT THE RASH
About 80 percent of people with Lyme will develop a rash within two weeks of being bitten. Most of us associate Lyme with a bull’s-eye rash, but only 
20 percent of patients get it; the rest can develop any of the ones below, which are often warm but not itchy, says John Aucott, M.D., director of the 
Lyme Disease Clinical Research Center at Johns Hopkins University. If you notice any rash within a month of being in a tick-heavy area, see a doctor.

» Rocky Mountain spotted fever, a rare
infection that can cause sudden fever and
headache and, two to five days later, a rash of
small, flat, pink, nonitchy spots that typically
start at the wrists, forearms, and ankles—
regardless of where you were bitten—then
spread to the torso and sometimes the palms
and soles of the feet. Unless treated with
antibiotics, it can cause deadly bleeding and
neurological disorders.

Need to know: These ticks predominantly feed
on dogs, which is why you’re most at risk if
you have dogs nearby. All stages can spread
bacteria. Females have a brown and black
pattern on their body; the marking on males is
similar but darker.

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Shoes/Boots

Ideally, in tick-prone areas,
you want to wear boots so you
can tuck your pants into them
to keep ticks from climbing up
your legs. Spray them, or
whatever shoes you’re wearing,
with 0.5 percent permethrin
insecticide (try Sawyer
Permethrin Premium Clothing

Insect Repellent, $15, amaz
.com) once a month from
May through August. Apply it
outdoors and let dry; breathing
in the fumes can cause
dizziness and headaches.

Clothes

Spritz your outfit with the
same permethrin spray,
or wear repellent-treated duds
(try rei.com or llbean.com).
Or send your outdoor clothes
to Insect Shield; for $10 an
item, the company will treat
them to last 70 washes and
mail them back (insectshield
.com). Launder treated clothes
separately; a small amount of
permethrin can come off in the
wash—and you don’t want it
on, say, your underwear, where
it could irritate sensitive skin.

Skin Spray
Use a 20 to 30 percent DEET
repellent on exposed skin
before heading outdoors;
recent studies suggest it’s safe,
even for pregnant women
and kids. It will keep the
creepers at bay by masking
your scent but won’t kill them.
Reapply after sweating or
swimming. Look for one with
an EPA registration number,
which means the company
has provided the EPA with
info on the repellent’s
effectiveness against ticks.

Heat

Don’t just chuck dirty clothes
in the hamper to clean later;
live ticks can linger on them,
then lat to the next
person who touches them.
Instead, immediately wash
your gear in hot water (cold
or warm won’t kill ticks),
then tumble-dry on low heat
for 90 minutes or high heat
for 60. Items that don’t need
awash (e.g., jackets) should
be tossed into the dryer on
high for 10 minutes to fatally

(C)  The Forest Fires Prevention Act, R.S.0. 1990, c. F.24;

(iii)  Petroleum products, plastics, rubber, painted lumber, tires, pesticides,
insecticides, herbicides, aerosol cans, fuel tanks, carpeting, mattresses, nylon,
Styrofoam or anything else that will cause excessive smoke or fumes; or

(iv)  Material prohibited by the Ministry of the Environment.

No Open Air Fire shall be sct or maintained;

(i) On any public or Township property other than a township landfill site;

(i) Within 8 meters of a Township road or road allowance;

(i) ~ Within 6 metres (20 feet) of a building, forest, wooded area, or the nearest
abutting property;

(iv)  Within 2 metres of any other flammable material; or

w) Under or within 10 metres of any hydro or telephone line or service.

A person over the age of 18 shall be in attendance and shall supervise all Open Air Fires
until they are fully extinguished.

Equipment and other resources capable of controlling and quickly extinguishing Open
Air Fires shall be maintained at the site of the fire at all times.

Hours of burning are restricted to those hours between sunrise and sunset, during the fire
season from the first day of April to the 31st day of October, except a camping fire or
cooking fire in an approved fire pit, or a township landfill site.

Between November st to March 31st, daylight burning only during daylight hours and
must be extinguished prior to sunset except campfires & cooking fires.

Open Air Fires shall not be set in the presence of high winds or any other adverse burning
conditions.

Any person setting or maintaining an Open Air Fire other than an Approved Brush Pile
Fire, Approved Incinerator Fire, Camping Fire, or Cooking Fire shall first notify the Fire
Department of his or her name and telephone number and the location of the proposed
burning.

Level One (1) Ban - shall mean a fire ban, which restricts open air burning, including
fireworks but does not include campfires or cooking fires as defined in this by-law.

A Total Fire Ban - shall mean absolutely no open air burning including campfires or
cooking fires or charcoal barbecues, and fireworks but does not include cooking
appliances with a mechanical shutoff, ic: propane or naphtha gas cooking equipment.

The Fire Chief and Deputy Fire Chiefs will assess the need for a Level One (1) or Total
Fire Ban on a daily basis

When fire bans are ordered by, the Fire Chicf or designee, he or she will advise the CAO
and Council as well as the media and other agencies.

ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT

5.

This by-law shall be administered and enforced by the Fire Chief, By-law Enforcement Officers,
or such other person as Council of the Township may designate.

The Fire Chief or Council can approve commercial fireworks displays for special occasions
during a Level One (1) or Total Ban.

The Fire Chief may, at any time, and in the exercise of his or her sole discretion, issue a fire ban,
effective for a specified period of time, prohibiting the setting of any and all Open Air Fires
within any area of the Township based on the following;
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(a) A lack of precipitation that, in the opinion of the Fire Chief, increases the risk of the
spread of fire;

(b) ‘Winds that, in the opinion of the Fire Chief, increase the risk of the spread of fire;
(c) Current MNR fire indices and in consultation with Frontenac Provincial Park.

(d) The issuance, by the Fire Chief, Fire Marshall, or other fire officials in the exercise of his
or her statutory powers, of a fire ban or prohibition against any and all Open Air Fires; or

(e) Any other condition that in the opinion of the Fire Chief will increase the risk of the
spread of fire.

INSPECTION POWERS

8.

A Fire Chief, By-law Enforcement Officer or a Police Officer may at any time inspect any Open
Air Fire to ensure that the provisions of this by-law have been and are being complied with and
the person who has the care and control of such fire shall provide the Fire Chief, By-law

Enforcement Officer or the Police Officer with free and unobstructed access to the Open Air
Fire.

Upon inspection under section 7 above, the Fire Chief, By-law Enforcement Officer or Police
Officer:

(a) May, where there are reasonable and probable grounds that any offence under this by-law
has been committed, request any person believed to have committed such offence to
provide suitable identification and information.

In addition to any fines or penalties established elsewhere in accordance with this by-law, the
person or persons responsible for setting or maintaining, or permitting to be set or maintained, an
Open Air Fire shall be liable to the Township by way of a fee or charge, as calculated in
accordance with Schedule "A" to this by-law, on account of those costs and expenses incurred by
the Township in:

(a) Investigating and responding to a complaint made to the Township or the Fire
Department by any person acting reasonably and in good faith, which complaint results
from setting and/or maintenance of the Open Air Fire and, in the opinion of the Fire
Chief or the Fire Chief's designate, smoke or emissions from such Open Air Fire were
causing or had caused actual discomfort to the complainant; and

(b)  The dispatching of Fire Department vehicles and fire-fighting personnel for the purpose
of extinguishing the Open Air Fire.

All fees and charges payable under this by-law are due and owing to the Township within thirty
(30) days of the date of an invoice rendered to the person liable to pay them.

All overdue accounts shall accrue interest at the rate of 1.25% per month (15% per annum),
calculated monthly, from the due date until paid in full.

If a person who sets or maintains an Open Air Fire contrary to this by-law is not the owner of the
property but occupies or is using the property with the owners consent, the owner and the person
conducting the open air burning shall be jointly and severally liable to pay any fees and charges
imposed by this by-law.

All fees and charges payable under this by-law constitute a debt of the person liable for payment
of them to the Township and, in the case of owners of a property being responsible for payment
of the fees and charges, the Township may add the amount owing to the tax roll for the owner(s)
real property and collect them in like manner as municipal taxes.
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PENALTIES

15 Every person who contravenes or causes or permits the contravention of any provision of this by-

law is guilty of an offence, pursuant to the provisions of the Provincial Offences Act, R.S.0.
1990, c. P.33, as amended.

GENERAL

16 If any clause or part of this By-law is found to be illegal or beyond the power of the Township's

Council to enact, such clause or part shall be deemed to be severable from all other clauses o
parts of this By-law.

17. This by-law shall be known as the Open Air Burning By-law.
18 By-law 2004-107 is hereby repealed.

19, This by-law shall come into force on the day it is passed.

A BY-LAW TO PROHIBIT AND REGULATE NOISE WITHIN THE TOWNSHIP OF
SOUTH FRONTENAC



WHEREAS Council deems it necessary to prohibit or regulate, within the municipality or
within any defined area or areas thereof, the ringing of bells, the blowing of horns,
shouting and unusual noises, or noises likely to disturb the inhabitants:



NOW THEREFORE THE CORPORATION OF THE TOWNSHIP OF SOUTH
FRONTENAC, BY ITS COUNCIL, HEREBY ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:



DEFINITIONS:



1. For the purpose of this by-law,



a) "construction" includes erection, alteration, repair, dismantling, demolition,
structural maintenance, painting, moving, land clearing, earth moving,
grading, excavating, the laying of pipe and conduit whether above or
below ground level, street and highway building, concreting, equipment
installation and alteration and the structural installation of construction



components and materials in any form or for any purpose, and includes
any work in connection herewith:



b) "construction equipment" means any equipment or device designed and
intended for use in construction, or material handling, including but not
limited to air compressors, pile drivers, pneumatic or hydraulic tolls,
bulldozers, tractors, excavators, trenchers, cranes, derricks, leaders,



scrapers, pavers, generators, off-highway haulers, trucks, ditches,
compactors and rollers, pumps, concrete mixers, graders or other material
handling equipment;



c) "clearly audible" shall mean a noise level that a reasonable person would,
in all of the circumstances, consider to be excessive or unnecessary, or
intrusive, or disturbing or unacceptable;



d) "council" means the Council of the Corporation of the Township of South

e) "consumer firework" means an outdoor, low.hazard, recreational firework
that is classed as a subdivision 1 of Division 2 of Class 7 Fireworks under



the Act and includes fireworks showers, fountains, golden rain, lawn lights,
pin wheels, Roman candles and volcanoes, but does not include
Christmas crackers and caps for toy guns containing not in excess of
twenty-five one-hundredths of a grain of explosive used per cap:



f) "discharge" means to fire, ignite, explode or set off or cause to be fire,
ignited, exploded or set off and the words "discharged" and "discharging"
have a similar meaning;

No person shall emit, cause or permit the emission of noise resulting from any
act listed in Schedule 1 — Prohibitions by Time and Place if clearly audible at a
point of reception located in an area of the Municipality specified in Schedule 1
within a prohibited time show for such an area.

Notwithstanding any other provisions of this by-law to the contrary, this by-law
does not apply to a person who emits or causes or permits the emission of noise
in connection with:

a) Emergency vehicles;

b) The immediate health, safety or welfare of the inhabitants

¢) Races, authorized by the Municipality;

e) Parades authorized by the Municipality;

f) Fireworks displays authorized by the Municipality;

g) Community public events authorized by the Municipality;

h) Sporting, recreational and entertainment events in or on public parks or

ENFORCEMENT

6. This by-law shall be enforced by the by-law enforcement officers of the
Municipality.

7. Schedule 1 to this By-law forms part and parcel of this By-law.

VALIDITY

8. If any section, clause or provision of this by-law, is for any reason declared by a
court of competent jurisdiction, found to be invalid, the same shall not affect the
validity of this by-law as a whole or any part thereof, other than the section,
clause or provision so declared to be invalid and it is hereby declared to be the
intention that all the remaining section, clause or provision of the by-law remain
in effect until repealed.

9. By-law 2001-67 is repealed.
